"Your safety depends on the safety of your vehicle"

The Fujairah Police General Command, represented by the
Traffic and Patrols Department, has launched the third
quarterly campaign under the slogan {‘I’uur safety depends on
the safety of your vehicle), starting from the beginning of this
month. The campaign events will continue for three months
within the framework of the main campaigns approved by the
Federal Traffic Council for this year, and the initiative to
establish the principles of traffic culture through traffic
awareness programs, which reflects the strategy of the
Ministry of Interior and Fujairah Police to enable safe mobility
using modern traffic systems. The campaign aims to raise
awareness among drivers and road users to take preventive
measures for vehicle safety, ensure the safety of vehicle tires,
and adhere to periodic inspection, especially during the
summer season due to the high temperatures. It also
emphasizes the importance of drivers complying with traffic
laws and regulations to promote a culture of traffic safety and
security. Colonel Saleh Mohammed Abdullah AlDhanhani,
Director of the Traffic and Patrols Department, emphasized the
importance of periodic maintenance of vehicles, replacing

damaged parts, and regular inspection, as this helps to detect

faults that cause accidents. AlDhanhani explained that the high
temperatures during the summer season have a significant
impact on the essential parts of the wvehicle, such as the
cooling system, tires, and transmission. Colonel Saleh also
stated that driving an unsafe or unfit vehicle is considered
alegal violation and carries a fine of AED 500. The Director of

The General Directorate of Fujairah Police, represented by the Traffic and Patrols
Directorate, launched an awareness initiative about the risks of leaving children
alone in vehicles under the slogan "Your children are your responsibility... Don't
leave them alone in the vehicle” within the frame of the awareness initiatives of
the operational plan for the Traffic and Patrols Directorate and the special initiative
to promote the principles of traffic culture, which embodies the strategy of the
Ministry of Interior and Fujairah Police in order to create a safe traffic
environment.Initiative of "Your children are your responsibilitv...hnn’t leave
them alone in the vehicle” coincides with the rise in temperatures during the
summer season to shed light on the risks of leaving children alone in vehicles. The
initiative aims to raise awareness among drivers and parents to take all preventive
measures to protect their children's lives while they are inside the vehicle and to
enhance the role of social responsibility among all members of society to
contribute to protecting children from potential risks inside vehicles.Captain
Mohammed Saeed Al Hamour, Acting Director of the Traffic and Patrols
Directorate, emphasized that the safety of children in vehicles is one of the most
important priorities that they seek to achieve by taking all preventive measures
and procedures that ensure their safety in the vehicle. Initiative of "Your children
are your responsibility... Don't leave them alone in the vehicle” aims to raise
awareness among drivers and parents about the importance of not forgetting or
leaving children alone in the vehicle, especially during the summer season due to
the high temperatures, which pose a great danger to their lives while they are
inside the vehicle. High temperatures inside the vehicle increase the pressure of
oxygen, which contributes to the evaporation of toxic gases from the seats,
leading to cases of suffocation in children, which some drivers and parents are
unaware of.Captain Al Hamour advocated caution and ensuring that vehicles are
free of children before leaving them, and to secure their presence in the vehicle
with those who are older than them to ensure their safety.Lieutenant Mouza
Abdulsalam Al Darmaki, Director of the Awareness and Traffic Media Department,
emphasized the importance of various awareness programs to activate the role of
the initiative and achieve its goals by providing preventive advice and guidance
through the traffic patrols deployed at inspection points, through text messages

and social media, and by providing lectures and educational workshops.



UAE witnessed 607 accidents in 2022
due to sudden deviation as the most prominent reason

As many as 607 traffic accidents took place on the UAE roads in 2022, according to the Statistics of the Ministry
of Interior {Mul). According to the Mol, sudden deviation was the first cause of these accidents.«Being distracted
from the road» came in second place, with 536 accidents during the same period. Mol identified about 40
reasons that lead to accidents.The statistics showed that the Emirate of Abu Dhabi witnessed 72 accidents due to
sudden deviation during 2022, while Dubai witnessed 420 accidents for the same reason. Sharjah witnessed 21

accidents, Ajman 12, Umm Al Quwain 7, Ras Al Khaimah 39 and Fujairah saw 36, Mol added.

The Emirate of Abu Dhabi witnessed, during 2022, 401
traffic accidents due to being distracted from the road,
while Sharjah recorded 67 accidents for the same reason,
Ajman 9 accidents, Umm Al Quwain 6 accidents, RAK 48
accidents, while Fujairah witnessed 5 accidents.According
to statistics, the total number of accidents due to not
leaving a sufficient distance amounted to 505 accidents
during 2022. Abu Dhabi witnessed 64 accidents due to not
leaving a sufficient distance, Dubai 369 accidents, Sharjah
24 accidents, Ajman 12 accidents, Umm Al Quwain two

accidents, RAK 26 accidents, and Fujairah 8 accidents.

Regarding accidents caused due to non—compliance with the traffic lane, 241 accidents took place during 2022, as
the Emirate of Abu Dhabi witnessed 139 accidents, Dubai 67 accidents, Sharjah 10 accidents, Ajman two accidents,
Umm Al Quwain one accident, RAK 20 accidents, and Fujairah two accidents, Mol indicated Statistics revealed

UAE witnessed 2,664 road accidents

as hits and collisions were the most common types of
accidents during 2022

Ministry of Interior's statistics revealed that hit and collisions accidents are the most common types of accidents.
About 2,664 hit and collision accidents were recorded during the past year, followed by run—over accidents with
825 accidents during the same period.Statistics revealed 4 types of accidents. The Emirate of Abu Dhabi witnessed
1,274 traffic accidents over the past year, including 884 hit and collision accidents, 216 run—over accidents, 169
roll—over accidents, and 5 other accidents. During the same period, the Emirate of Dubai witnessed 1,835 traffic
accidents, including 1,287 hit and collision accidents, 173 roll—over accidents, 364 run—over accidents, and 11
other accidents.According to statistics, the Emirate of Sharjah witnessed 253 accidents during the past year,
including 156 hit and collision accidents, 21 roll—over accidents, 67 run—over accidents, and 9 other accidents. The
Emirate of Ajman witnessed 142 accidents during the same period, with 58 hit and collision accidents, 6 roll—over
accidents, and 78 run—over accidents.Statistics showed that the Emirate of Umm Al Quwain witnessed 39
accidents during the past year, including 22 hit and collision accidents, 8 roll—over accidents, and 9 run—over
accidents. The Emirate of Ras Al Khaimah witnessed 287 accidents during the same period, including 189 hit and
collision accidents, 41 roll-over accidents, and 56 run—over accidents. The Emirate of Fujairah witnessed 115
accidents, including 68 hit and collisions, 12 roll-over accidents, and 35 run—over accidents.Statistics revealed
about 40 reasons that lead to accidents, including negligence and lack of attention, entering the lane before making
sure it is clear, jumping a red light, not giving priority to pedestrians, speeding without considering road conditions,
driving in the opposite direction, reversing without making sure the road is clear, violation of traffic lights.

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Fujairah witnesses 80%
increase in new motorcycle driving licenses

Ministry of Interior's recent statistics showed an increase in the number of new motorcycle driving licenses by
80% over the past year in Fujairah. The number of licenses issued by the Traffic and Patrols Department at the
Fujairah Police reached 7,977, compared to 1,663 for the previous year. [t is noteworthy that the statistics
issued by the Ministry of Interior in the annual statistical book from the Fujairah Statistics Center showed that the
number of motorcycle driving licenses in Fujairah reached 2,735 in 2021, while the total number of licenses
during the past year reached 9,056 licenses.For its part, the Fujairah Police has enhanced traffic safety for
motorcycle users through awareness campaigns under the slogan «Safe Driving of Motorcycles,» embodying the
strategic goal of the Ministry and the traffic sector, which is to make roads safer and to consolidate the principles
of traffic culture through traffic awareness programs.The Director of the Traffic and Patrols Department at the
Fujairah Police, Colonel Saleh Muhammad Abdullah Al Dhanhani, also stated that motorcycles do not cause
inconvenience to traffic authorities as they are fined and controlled in the same way as vehicles. AlDhanhani
added that the majority of complaints received by the department are individual and are dealt with immediately if
the motorcycle driver violates traffic requirements. Al Dhanhani also pointed out that his department is
intensifying awareness—raising directed at motorcyclists who are widely spread on public roads and streets.
These campaigns aim to raise the level of traffic awareness.In addition, AlDhanhani confirmed that negative
behavior had been observed by motorcyclists. They not adhere to traffic safety procedures and traffic rules.

These violations included failure to adhere to the lane, recklessly jumping red lights, and making an incorrect turn.

Impounding 1,021 motorcycles
for violating traffic laws in Fujairah last year

During the past year, Fujairah Police traffic control
campaigns and specialized police teams seized and
impounded 1,021 motorcycles, and fined their drivers, as
a result of their failure to adhere to traffic laws on the
main and secondary roads in the emirate, which endangers
the lives of road users.Fujairah Police confirmed that its

secretariat, and a member of the Female Elements.



How many accidents have you dealt with?

Our traffic teams dealt with 11,303 traffic accidents last year, including 10,863 collisions, 162 crashes, and 43 run—
overs, resulting in 176 injuries ranging from serious, moderate, and simple. It is very clear that deaths due to traffic
accidents have decreased significantly, after they claimed the lives of 4 pecople last year, compared to 6 deaths the

year before last. Setting specific driving times for trucks to avoid their danger has led to a decrease in traffic accidents.

What about the situations on Fujairah main streets?

Let us take Hamad bin Abdullah Street as an example, as it is one of the main streets in Fujairah, with its distinct
design, without an island traffic, having smooth and safe and traffic. This street has witnessed one death since its
opening 3 years ago, which reinforces the fact that the street is safe and ideal, after being provided with all safety
requirements, including radars and cameras. The traffic on this street is normal.The street also has tunnels for
pedestrian crossing, in addition to 5 traffic lights with tracks for the public to cross. Although some people do not
adhere to crossing the designated lanes, traffic patrols deal strictly with these violations. Therefore, we request everyone
to cross through the three transit tunnels along the road, which are distinct and beautiful. Moreover, | would like to point
out that the specialized authorities have finally succeeded in completing Fujairah—Qidfa Street, with a distinct design full
of bridges and tunnels that facilitated traffic movement and shortened the distance between Fujairah and other cities.

Thanks to this road, the number of accidents has decreased, especially since the road does not cross residential areas.

Would you describe the traffic situation in Fujairah now?

According to statistics and indicators, the traffic situation in Fujairah is headlined by "smoothness and safety’ especially
since the emirate has a number of streets without a median divider island. These operation of these streets have been
tested and proven their efficiency, and there zero accidents. The best example of this are the streets of Sheikh Hamad bin

Abdullah, Sheikh Mohammed bin Hamad {fonheﬂyr the aitpurt) and the transit street, opposite the Sheikh Zayed Mosque.



What are the most prominent security phenomena that appeared in Fujairah last year?

There are no security phenomena in Fujairah at all. As long as we deal with them constantly, they are
ordinary crimes that do not rise to the level of phenomena.What about the motorcycle violations
practiced by some young men and boys and their dangers to their lives and road users, in addition to
noise pollution? These are ordinary violations that we deal with through a specialized police team that
we formed years ago. The team succeeded in reducing motorcycle violations by dealing firmly with

violators. During the past year, the team seized and impounded 1,021 motorcycles and fine their owners,

You launched the "CCTV" system; Are there new additions? How many cameras are operating in the emirate?

Yes, we work through CCTV systems that act as a watchful police eye covering all the different cities and
regions of Fujairah. We also work annually to add new CCTVs that cover the places designated by
Fujairah Police, according to accurate readings. Undoubtedly, the CCTV system achieved its intended
goals, as it covered all urban and rural areas. We have about 85,000 cameras, and we have plans to
increase their numbers, according to the needs of the areas determined by Fujairah Police.The CCTV
system works according to an innovative mechanism called "ZAM" system, which is a distinguished

police system within an integrated project that aims to complete smart cities and regions in Fujairah.

What about the Mohammed bin Zayed Residential City Project, the first safe city in Fujairah ?

We undoubtedly confirm that the Fujairah Police have begun, in this regard, to fulfill the requirements of the
Safe City Project in Mohammed bin Zayed City, being the first security model city in Fujairah. The project will

be completed during the last quarter of this year. After completing the project, the city, which is one of the
most modern residential complexes in Fujairah, will become the first residential complex to contain a smart
safe city system. The system will monitor the entire city around the clock, with advanced CCTV systems at
entrances, exits and vital facilities in the city using advanced technologies. All cameras are connected to the
Police GHQ operating room. After completion of the project, it will be distributed to other areas identified by

the Paolice GHQ according to its priorities

How do you see the traffic situation in Fujairah, in terms of the number of accidents and deaths?

We thank God that the traffic situation is under control, and the number of accidents has decreased significantly,as well
as the number of deaths compared to previous years.We confirm that the traffic situation is normal and smooth, and we

do not have hot streets, and all the accidents recorded by traffic statistics in Fujairah last year occurred on different streets.
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What about the "Virtual Employee” experience?

As part of its achievements, the command has succeeded in inventing the "Virtual Employee” system that
performs its duties when the relevant employee is not present at the "counter’. The visitor has only to press
the button of the virtual device, so that he can speak to any other employee in the GHQ, and get access to
the required service efficiently, and complete his transaction easily.The Police efforts were crowned with 57
awards, including 31 local, 18 international, and 8 regional, in addition to its efforts to qualify all Command
on the Global Star Rating System, after the success achieved by the Traffic and Licensing Center, by
obtaining a 6 star rating. In addition, we seek to qualify and continuously train police cadres in the GHQ and
encourage them to obtain higher academic qualifications, as 132 members obtained master s and doctoral

degrees last year, which contributes to the development and advancement of GHQ services.

What are the details of the performance indicators in terms of disturbing crimes, achieving response time, etc?

By carefully reading the performance indicators, we confirm that the leadership is moving steadily towards achieving
remarkable rates in the outstanding performance indicators annually. Last year we achieved 99.4% in the sense of
safety index. Most of our indicators essentially measure security, safety, response speed, and traffic statistics. Thank
God, all indicators are excellent. According to graphical statistics, GHQ improve annually from better to better. We
are now in the lead, as we have achieved an average response time of 4.47 minutes for security and traffic
emergencies, while we have achieved a much lower death rate, compared to the year before last, with only 4

deaths. We are confident that the disturbing crimes are under control, "very few" and within the annual target.

What are the most prominent challenges facing the Police ?

We have learned from policing that challenges are constant and require taking them seriously. Therefore, the
noticeable increase in the number of cybercrimes was our most prominent challenge last year. They are one of the
modern crimes that arose due to technical development, which prompted us to work hard to confront them, by
qualifying specialized police teams to deal with these various crimes. We confirm that the specialized police agencies
and teams were able to efficiently deal with all cybercrimes.From this platform, we call on all members of society to
be attentive, cautious, and possess sufficient awareness and security sense, to verify people and messages, so that no
one falls prey to these crimes, especially if we take into account that electronic crimes are remarkably increasing as a
result of the technological development sweeping the world. We also confirm that parents should monitor and guide

their children after the penalties for cybercrimes become harsher, so everyone should bear their own responsibility.

Major General Mohamed Ahmad bin Ghanim Al Kaabi, Commander—in—Chief of Fujairah Police,
confirmed that the command has strengthened its annual excellence and continued its sound
approach by achieving a Sense of Security rate, which last year reached 99.4%. He also revealed
in an interview with Al Khaleej the achievements of the Mohammed bin Zayed Residential City
project, the first safe smart city in Fujairah. The project is expected to be completed during the
current year. The project relies on monitoring the city with cameras around the clock, and linking
it to the command operations room. He also talked about other achievements in accordance with
the strategy of the Ministry of Interior, and the Ieadership’s continued steady progress in

achieving remarkable rates in outstanding performance indicators. The interview text is as follows:

Would you please tell us about the most notable achievements and projects implemented by Fujairah Police?

Last year, in accordance with the strategy of the Ministry of Interior, the command achieved many of the goals
of its plans, most notably the completion of the equipment of the new GHQ, at the entrance to Fujairah from
the west, near the Courthouse and the Public Prosecution building. We have already partially started moving
to the new GHQ. We expect the complete move in early September, after equipping the new building with
modern supplies, devices, systems and equipment, and all the aids required by police work. We also seek to
add artificial intelligence "Al" programs, in order to keep pace with local and global developments. In addition,
the command transformed most of its police services into smart ones, as more than 90% of the services
became "online”, which reduced the number of GHQ visitors, and provided them with the opportunity to enjoy
the services easily, after they became available to everyone via smart devices, through the "Police GHQ"

application which enables anyone to open a report via their phone, without having to visit to the Police GHQ.
